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Rules and Regulations 2021
· The Letting of Mobile Homes is not permitted under any circumstances. If you are found to be letting out your mobile home we will terminate your residency with immediate effect.
· Insurance - It is each owner’s personal responsibility to insure their own mobile home. All mobile homes must be insured. It is now a condition of your Residency that you provide us with a copy of your certificate of insurance for your Mobile Home.
· It is now a condition of your Residency that a spare key to your mobile home is left with us the Park owners. We will never enter your mobile unless it is deemed by us necessary to do so.
· All transactions re: change or sale of mobile homes must be conducted through Peadar Boyce. The only approved dealers are Johnston’s Caravans, Quinn Caravans & McNicholl Caravans. You are not permitted to give your mobile home to a family member; this must be discussed with the Parks owners.
· From January 2025 there is an age restriction of 20 years on mobile homes permitted on the Park. Contact Peadar for further information.
· We intend to elevate the standard of Mobile Home on the Park so going forward all Mobile Homes coming onto our Park must have double glazed windows, gas central heating & a pitched roof & be brand new or as close to brand new as possible. Contact Peadar for further clarification.
· Your Pinergy Smart Meter should never be tampered with in anyway. We will be conducting spot checks & if it is found your smart meter has been tampered with we will terminate your Residency.

· All Decking Construction or Decking alterations must be approved prior to commencement by Denis Boyce or Peadar Boyce only.

· Wheelie Bins for rubbish are provided on site. Please dispose of rubbish in heavy duty plastic refuse bags and tie securely. As part of Rosguill Holiday Park’s commitment to a sustainable environment we ask that residents use reusable shopping bags rather that cardboard boxes for their grocery shopping as it adds to the costs of refuse. Recycling facilities are available in Downings and Carrigart and at new facilities in Milford.
· Public water supply to the Caravan Park has been metered for the past number of years. We urge residents to continue to conserve water by not leaving taps and external hoses running unnecessarily.
· All residents are requested to keep the Park tidy and litter free. 

· The letting off of fireworks without a licence is against the law in Ireland. All fireworks are strictly banned anywhere on the Parks property.
· Children & teenagers must be supervised at all times & should never be seen to interfere with another resident’s property. 
· Noise is to be kept to a minimum from 10pm until midnight. Absolute quiet is to be maintained between midnight & 7am.
· All residents are requested to drive slowly and carefully, as small children may be playing near the road. A 5km/ph speed limit is in place within the confines of the Park. Dangerous driving around the Park is strictly prohibited.
· Walking through the Pitch and Putt can be dangerous and is prohibited. The road to the right of the Pitch and Putt can be used with safety and leads to the beach.
· The Park is open all year round for all Residents. Electricity supply will remain switched on at the mains. During the winter months all water will be disconnected at the mains source to prevent damage to the park systems during severe frosts or storms. It is the responsibility of each resident to ensure that their mobile home is drained correctly. No responsibility will be taken by the Park owner in respect of this. We recommend that you avail of the service provided by the Caravan dealers.

Rules Regarding Dogs

· Dogs must be kept on a lead at all times and no dogs may roam free in any part of the Camping Ground, Pitch and Putt course or anywhere within the Parks grounds.
· In particular we draw your attention to the Irish law in respect of certain breeds of aggressive dogs which at Rosguill Holiday Park we take very seriously. (See Attached Note). 

· You must clean up after your dog.
· Continued infringement of the Park Rules in relation to Dogs will result in your dog being banned from Rosguill Park & following that a termination of your residency.

Rules relating to certain breeds of dog

The Control of Dogs Regulations 1998 imposes additional rules in relation to the following breeds (and strains/cross-breeds) of dog:

· American pit bull terrier

· English bull terrier

· Staffordshire bull terrier

· Bull mastiff

· Dobermann pinscher

· German shepherd (Alsatian)

· Rhodesian ridgeback

· Rottweiler

· Japanese akita

· Japanese tosa

· Bandog
The rules state that these dogs (or strains and crosses of them) must:

· Be kept on a short strong lead by a person over 16 years who is capable of controlling them

· Be muzzled whenever they are in a public place

· Wear a collar bearing the name and address of their owner at all times.
